Purpose: Creating this project will help you learn the many terms that we will use this year.

The last page of your newspaper should include a glossary providing definitions, in your own words, of the terms used in the newspaper.  
The Song/Poem Project Description: You will create a song or poem that encompasses at least 20 terms and demonstrates your understanding of those terms.  You do not need to include the definitions in the body of your song or poem however, you will need to provide a glossary of all terms used with definitions that you have developed using your own words.  

The Original Project Description: If none of these ideas appeal to you.  Come up with your own project, and run it by me for approval.
