Extra Credit:  Food Web Spinning

Go the website: http://www.vtaide.com/png/foodchains.htm and read the introduction that tells you how to correctly assemble a food web.

Then follow the link at the bottom of the page that says ‘Food Chains, Create a Food Web.’  Read the directions to create a food web.  In order to receive credit you must abide by the following:

· You must use at least 25 of the animals that are available. You may use more if you want.
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A high tech spider with a velcro web.



Your food chains should make sense.  For example, you should not show a scorpion (desert) eating a fish (lake/stream) as these two animals obviously do not live in the same habitat.

· Some of the food chains are interlinked to create a web.  A series of food chains all pointing straight out from the middle (sun) is not acceptable.

· Print a copy of your web and then list/identify each organism as a producer, decomposer,  primary consumer, secondary consumer, tertiary consumer, quarternary consumer, etc.

When you have completed your web, type you name in the box in the upper right corner of the page and then print your work to turn in.
