Mitosis Folder
Directions: Use pages 245-248 of the text to complete your mitosis flipbook.  On one side of the manila folder, use the paper clips and pipe cleaners to diagram the cell during each of the 6 stages of mitosis and label the appropriate organelles/parts.  On the opposite side of the manila folder, complete a written, bulleted summary of what is occurring for each stage.
Suggestions: Use pipe cleaners for the chromatin and for the mitotic spindles (spindle fibers). Use different colors for each one. Use paper clips for the chromosomes. Put 2 chromosomes in each cell – use either 2 different colored paper clips or 2 different sized paper clips to make each pair. Label the organelles/parts BEFORE you tape the entire thing down (it’s hard to write over tape). 

At the minimum, you should describe the following for each stage:

· Interphase  -  Gap 1, Synthesis, Gap 2, nucleus, nucleolus, chromatin
· Prophase  -  Centrioles, mitotic spindle, chromosomes, sister chromatids
· Metaphase  -  Chromosomes line up, centromeres
· Anaphase  -  Centromeres split, chromosome movement
· Telophase  -  Nuclear membrane and nucleolus reform, mitotic spindle disappears

· Cytokinesis  -  Pinching of the cytoplasm
When finished, think about these questions:
· What happened to the original (first) cell you drew?

· How would a plant cell going through mitosis be different than the animal cell you drew?
